 Skits are needed for teen nights, as well as Saturday night celebrations 

and monthly childrenôs church.  You can prepare a skit and bring it to the 

teen support leaders for consideration for a teen night or to Meredith Curtis 

for consideration for a Saturday night celebration. 

 The children often perform dramas for Easter, Christmas and other 

special days.  Everyone is welcome to participate. 
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 Several years ago we wrote and put on a Murder Mystery Café dinner.  

It would be awesome to put on another live play or dinner theatre.
